THE FIRST FEMALE CHIEF JUDGE OF

THE FEDERAL HIGH COURT

Her lordship, the Honourable, Justice Roseline Nonye Ukeje, OFR,
FNLS, FCIARB, navigated, wholesomely, the entire gamut of the
Nigerian judicial landscape for over five decades. Even farther,
her Lordship offered elegant professional and judicial services to
jurisdictions, in Lusaka, Zambia (1972 — 1973), the Commonwealth of
Nations, and the United Nations Organization.

Honed through the rigours of legal dynamics, technicalities and
dialectics, her lordship climbed layers of growth exposures as a Private
Legal Practitioner, State Advocate, State Counsel, Legal Draftsman
and finally, settled on the Bench as a Judge of the Federal High Court
in 1986.

Instructively, herlordship remained resolutely undeterred by the several
seasons of lean remunerations, occasioned by the fledgling economic
realities of those years that had the judicial arm in budgetary “swing
and sway” in Nigeria.

Her lordship’s sterling reputation, till date, is hinged on the burgeoning
portfolio of testimonies, eliciting from colleagues on the bench, ranking
“silks” (Senior Advocates of Nigeria), Administrative staff, as well as
litigants who, variously, appeared before her. Her tough stance and
predilection to thoroughness, order and professionalism stood her
heads and shoulders above her contemporaries.

Little wonder, upon assuming the headship of the Federal High Court
as Chief Judge — the first woman so to be - on the 19th of October
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2001, the judicial community hailed and heralded her ascension with
fitting excitement and aplomb. She was to go on, as Chief Judge,
to erect a most befitting headquarters complex for the court in the
Federal Capital territory.

Her lordship, as the Chief Judge of the Federal High Court, was a
constitutional member of all the bodies of the judicial High command,
namely, the Federal Judicial Service Commission (FJSC), The National
Judicial Council (NJC), The Nigerian Judicial Institute (NJI), The Legal
Practitioners Privileges Committee, and the Body of Benchers.

Her lordship is a member of the World Jurists Association and was
elected as a judge of the Commonwealth Arbitral Tribunal, London
(2009 — 2013)

Her lordship’s tour of duty, outside the bench, was as a consequence

of the inimitable confidence reposed in her capacity, by successive

military and civilian governments in Nigeria at the time. Just a few are
listed, following:

« Legal Adviser, International Committee of the Second Festival of
Arts and Culture, “FESTAC 77" — 1975 - 1977.

« Member, Board of Trustees, National Centre for Women
Development, Abuja.

« Member, National Preparatory Committee on the 4th United Nations

« World Conference, Beijin, China, 1995.

* Member, the United Nations Committee on the Elimination of All
Forms of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW), for two terms of
four years each — 1980 -84, 1984 — 88.

« Chairperson, Commonwealth Expert Group to Review the Plan of
Action on Women and Development — 1994 — 1995.

« Served as Vice President Africa Region, at the 8th session. She
was elected as International Director International Association of
Women Judges, based in Arlington Virginia, USA, Chairman of the
African International Association of Women Judges.
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Furthermore, her lordship was a member of the National Peace
Committee and, thereafter, was inducted into the Hall of Fame of
Nigerian Women, domiciled in the Women'’s Centre, Abuja.

Her Lordship is, fittingly, an esteemed recipient of the National Honour
of “OFFICER OF THE ORDER OF THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC
“ (OFR) 2006 and, same year, conferred with the fellowship of the
Nigerian Law School (FNLS).

Her lordship, the Honourable Justice Roseline Nonye Ukeje had, in all
the years preceding her retirement from active public service, admirably
acquitted herself as a quintessential judicial and gender Avatar. With
her judgments and rulings mentioned, cited and referenced in not-
a-few scholarly publications, her lordship is listed among the most
celebrated women in Nigeria and sundry jurisdictions, especially in
the compendium, titled “THE SHEROES OF BEIJING”.

Though most unsparing of mediocrity, dishonesty, tardiness and
cluelessness, her lordship effuses a matriarchal sense of warmth, glee,
friendliness, patriotism and camaraderie. She is a proud college protégé
of Queens School, Enugu and a “roaring lioness” of the University of
Nigeria, Nsukka. She is a mother to four distinguished children (one of
whom is the delectable former four-term parliamentarian and ranking
chairperson of the House of Representatives Committee on Foreign
Affairs, Hon. Nnenna Ukeje), and also, a grandmother.

Her lordship’s hobbies include being a Choral Singer, strategic resource
person, avid reader and writer.

Even in retirement, her lordship’s patriotic fervor inspires her thoughts
in the direction of contributing to the judicial space. Her incisive books,
NIGERIAN JUDICIAL LEXICON (Ecowatch Publications, 2006),
INTRINSIC AND EXTRINSIC AIDS TO THE INTERPRETATION OF
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THE CONSTITUTION STATUTES AND PRIVATE DOCUMENTS
(Ecowatch Publications, 2018) are inescapable reference materials for
budding and ranking legal practitioners, jurists and sundry operators
in the hallowed corridors of justice.

Now, an octogenarian, her lordship lives a healthy and vibrant life of
profound accomplishments.

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Biography of
Prof. Humphrey Nwosu

Prof. Humphrey Nwobu Nwosu was born on October 2, 1941, in
Ajalli Orumba North Local Government Anambra State, Nigeria to
Chief Nwosu Nwafor, the Eze V of Ajalli, and Madam Grace Uzoaku
Nwafor.Despite financial challenges that prevented him from attending
secondary school, Prof. Nwosu pursued education through various
vocational and missionary schools, which emphasized self-help and
performance-based promotion.

He began his primary school education in 1948 at Government Primary
School in Ajalli and completed it at St. Michael’s School in Enugu. In
1956, due tofinancial hardship, Prof. Nwosu could not attend secondary
school. He instead attended the Preliminary Teacher Training School,
also known as Boys Vocational School, in Ohafia, Abia State. He then
taught at Abakaliki Presbyterian School for a year before attending
Macgregor College from 1958 to 1960. During 1960 to 1963, he taught
at Abakaliki Township Presbyterian School while at the same time, he
passed the London GCE Ordinary and Advanced levels through self-
study.

Prof. Nwosu earned a Bachelor’s degree in Political science from the
University of Nigeria, Nsukka, in 1966, graduating with First Class
Honors. He furthered his studies at the University of California, Berkeley,
where he obtained a Master’s degree in 1973 and a Doctorate degree
in 1976, both in Political Science with Magna Cum Laude Honor’s.

In his professional career, Prof. Nwosu worked as a Public Relations
Officer for Shell BP and the Biafran Petroleum Management Board
from 1966 to 1970. He then joined the University of Nigeria, Nsukka,
where he served as a Professor of Political Science from 1976 to
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1986. During this time, he held roles as the Head of the Department
of Political Science, the Coordinator of the Sub-Department of Public
Administration and Local Government, and Associate Dean of the
faculty of Social Science.

Prof. Nwosu was also an accomplished author who wrote several
books which has contributed significantly to the discourse of political
science, administration, democracy, and electoral processes in
Nigeria. His most notable works include: “Political Authority and the
Nigerian CivilService” (1977) and “Laying the Foundation for Nigeria’s
Democracy: My Account of June 12,1993Presidential Election and its
Annulment” (2008).

In the latter book, Prof.Nwosu provides a personal account of the 1993
presidential election in Nigeria, detailing the events leading up to its
annulment.

In the old Anambra State, Prof. Nwosu served in the government as
the Commissioner for Local Government, Rural Development and
Chieftaincy Matters and the Commissioner of Agriculture between
1986 and 1988. As the Commissioner for Local Government, Rural
Development & Chieftaincy Matters, he settled all chieftaincy title
disputes in the old Anambra state. He provided tar-boilers to all local
government headquarters with the aim of tarring all internal roads
within their domain, hence enhancing community connectivity. As
Commissioner for Agriculture, he initiated the Palm for Palm program
which encouraged farmers to plant highyielding palm trees. This
initiative aimed to increase palm oil production to satisfy local demand
and enable export of the surplus.

From 1989 to 1993, he served as the Chairman of the National
Electoral Commission of Nigeria (NEC now known as INEC) playing
a significant role in the country’s electoral processes. He was the
architect of Option A4 also known as the Modified Open Ballot System
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which was used in conducting the June 12. 1993 Presidential Election.
This singular innovation led to the successful conduct of the June 12,
1993, Presidential Election which was acknowledged by both local and
international election observers, as the freest and fairest in Nigeria’'s
history. This remarkable effort laid the cornerstone for the present-day
democracy we are privileged to experience today.

He shepherded the establishment of a two-party system based on
ideological leanings rather than ethnic and religious considerations.
Electioneering was based on policy differences resulting in election
results that represented the will of people at the local, state and federal
levels. Also, during his time as the INEC Chairman, Prof. Nwosu took
the welfare of INEC staff seriously. He changed the status of INEC staff
from ad hoc status to permanent and pensionable status. He provided
accommodation for the INEC staff in Abuja when the headquarters
moved from Lagos to Abuja. He provided bus transportation for INEC
staff to address the lack of transportation in Abuja at the time. He also
the built present day INEC headquarters building in Abuja as well as
INEC headquarter buildings at the local and state levels.

Prof. Humphrey Nwosu loved his community Ajalli and made significant
contributions toits development. In 1986, he facilitated the electrification
of the community, followed by the implementation of various water
provision schemes in 1987. He also played a crucial role in improving
the local infrastructure by overseeing the tarring of

several roads, including the Ajalli-Apku-Ndiopaleze-Ogbori-
Aguluezechukwu road (1987) and the road from the Post Office to
Obgiti Otti Palace in 1992. He also facilitated the employment of many
qualified Ajallians in the various organizations that he led.

In 1992, his efforts led to the establishment of the Orumba North
Local Government Headquarters in Ajalli, which attracted essential
institutions to the area, such as a Divisional Police Station, NEPA
Office, Motor Licensing Office, Tax Office, Sub Treasury, Magistrate
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Court, and the National Electoral Commission office.

Furthermore, in 1994, he contributed to the introduction of NITEL
Digital Phone Systems and the establishment of a Union Bank branch
in Ajalli.

Prof. Nwosu also supported religious and community life, serving as
the Chairman for the construction of St. Matthew’s Parish Priest House
in 1989. He single handedly reconstructed St. Mark’s Anglican Church
in 1993. He was an active member of the Knight of Diocese of Awka
and strongly supported financially the St.Marks Anglican Church until
his death. These efforts collectively enhanced the

social and economic infrastructure of Ajalli.

In 2019, he endowed a chair at the Business School of Nnamdi Azikiwe
University, to study the future of Igbo entrepreneurship through a
research project titled Reinvigorating the Igbo Apprenticeship System.
Report of the study was presented at a public ceremony in October
2021 at the Nnamdi Azikiwe University and has also been published.
Copies are now available at the university. In March 6, 2022, the Daily
Trust, in an editorial, paid glowing tribute to Dr. Okonkwo for instituting
the study and calling on governors of states in the country not to let
the apprenticeship system die as it has the capacity to redress the
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unemployment statistics of the country.

Okonkwo is an accomplished entrepreneur and chairs the board of
several companies including United Nigeria Airlines Company Limited;
